MUSEUM DEVELOPMENTS - BIG AND SMALL

ICAMT 2008 Conference will be held between the 12th and 14th November 2008, in the Central North
Island of Aotearoa New Zealand.

Nestled between 2 other ICOM conferences being held in NZ in November (ICEE and INTERCOM),
this is a unique opportunity to discuss issues whilst traversing some of New Zealand’s most beautiful
countryside.

We had originally planned to travel throughout the North Island on NZ, but fuel prices and other
practical issues have persuaded the organising committee to limit the conference to the Rangitikei and
Horowhenua Districts and Palmerston North City.

Starting in Palmerston North’s Te Manawa Museum, we will investigate the successes and failures of
museums who integrate themselves in the social life of their community.

We will then visit Foxton, home of several volunteer-run museums, including the Museum of
Audiovisual Technology - MAVTECH. This building required substantial structural work to meet NZ’s
strict earthquake preparedness building codes. Whilst in Foxton, we will visit Horizon Regional
Councils travelling exhibition/conference/civil defence vehicle The Green Rig.

Day 2 will commence with presentations on the planned and potential developments at Te Manawa.
We will be using the Te Manawa case study as the focus for a series of workshops. In the afternoon,
local iwi, Ngati Hauiti will be hosting us on their Marae and the team responsible for the development
of a unique Marae based exhibition. This session will be conducted under Maori Tikanga and you will
experience Marae Protocol.

The evening will allow delegates to unwind over dinner and a surprise keynote speaker at Orlando
Country, which is a function centre high in the hills above the Rangitikei Town of Hunterville. The views
are spectacular and the setting is one of a kind....

Back to work on day 3, with continuing workshops on Te Manawa Case Studies and on Exhibiting
Indigenous Culture.

Throughout the conference, there will be time for delegates present on their own past or current
projects, for information or feedback.

Foxton is the home of
NZ's horse-drawn tram plus an
audio visual, sound and movie

Our Hosts at MAVTECH house a
collection of cinematographic,
photographic, projection, camera,
radio, electronics, communication,
audio-visual equipment and sound
archives of recorded tape and

Our hosts on the Rata Marae are
local iwi, Ngati Hauiti. Te RUnanga o

Ngati Hauiti is the representative tribal

body for nga whanau and nga hapu of

Ngati Hauiti centred in the Rangitikei.

In 2001, Ngati Hauiti worked with
partners from Whanganui Regional
Museum, Te Manawa and Massey
University Museum Studies to
produce an exhibition on the tribal
history of Ngati Hauiti. Our time at
Rata Marae will look at the
development of the exhibition, the
partnerships and the lessons learned.
Ngati Hauiti are beginning work on a
new project to protect and interpret
their Taonga and we will also have the

opportunity to discuss these plans.
